On September 9, 2001, ZZZ filed a grievance with Supervisor (which was copied to you).  No written response was received until November 25th.  Because no extension of time limits was requested nor granted, this response was untimely, and should the Union invoke arbitration to resolve this grievance, the agency will be responsible for all arbitrator’s fees in accordance with the Master Agreement.

Because the relief requested to resolve the first step grievance was not granted, ZZZ and the Union are elevating this grievance to step two.  The grievance and resolution remain as described in the September 9th step one grievance.

As encouraged by the Master Agreement, we are requesting to resolve this grievance through alternative dispute resolution and request that a Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service mediator be engaged to facilitate the ADR attempt.  We look forward to meeting with you and achieving the rapid and amicable resolution of this matter.
